-exterior walls/attic

-windows

-exterior surfaces

-roofs









Healthy Homes:

Focus on the occupants
Keep it: 

Dry 

Clean

Pest-free

Ventilated

Save

Contaminant-free

Maintained



Moisture Sources:

· Exterior Drainage

· Rainwater/groundwater 

Proper Grading and swales

ÅDefects in Rain Barriers

Poor roof, wall, window and foundation

· Plumbing leaks

· Condensation on surfaces

· Construction moisture

Concrete, wet spray cellulose,  plaster/mud

· Damp earth in crawlspace







Steps to Dry Basements

Â Drain, drain, drain

Â No paper or wooden materials in 

contact with foundation

Â Keep warm, humid air away from earth 

chilled surfaces

Â Dehumidify



Greening The

Â Get water away 

from your 

basement, and 

items off the floor.

Â Downspout 

disconnect
