Avoiding Ice Backup on Roofs

Â How we insulate, ventilate and air seal 
our attics 

Â éand how we finish the roof surface 

Â can determine whether we have 
severe ice backup and water entry into 
the structure during our freeze/thaw 
cycles.

Interior Retrofit Strategy: 

Â Insulate between 

rafters with two-

part foam or blown 

cellulose

Â Install rigid foam 

panels (2ò or more) 

on rafter surfaces

Â No attic ventilation
